“I AM” Copula Book Directions:

“I AM” Copula Book made with Boardmaker to target copula 'am' in short sentences with preschool age students. It can also be used for pronoun "I" in short sentences, and 'm' final in phrases. I have had great success with it and my fellow therapists at work have asked for copies. Directions are as follows:
 
Print one copy of cover page
Print one copy of page one
Print two copies of page two
Print one copy of page 3
Print one copy of picture icons
 
cut the pages in half- this is a 'half book' size; not a full 81/2 by 11 inches.
 
cut out the picture icons- these work best if glued onto cardstock or a heavier paper first and then laminate and cut out.
 
Laminate the pages and attach to make a book. You can really put the pages in any order you'd like; however, the page with the calendar is to be used with the ages 3,4,5 (ex. I am five; I am three) and the page with the question mark and arrows is to be used with the 'in the car', 'at home' and 'at school' icons. Use velcro or sticky tack to attach 2 or 3 of the picture icons to each page for the child to choose. Happy, sad and silly go on one page; 3,4,5 go on another page, tall and short on another; awake and asleep on another; hot, cold, just right on another; in my clothes and in my pajamas on another; at home, at school and in the car on another page. The child chooses on picture and places in the blank square at the end of the sentence (using velcro or sticky tack). Therapist models and then child points to each square and 'reads' the sentence: "I am ___".  
Note: if working with older children, therapist would need to make picture icons with different ages (e.g. 6, 7, 8, etc).
 
This book could also be used without the lamination and velcro and just cut and paste, but my students love the velcro! I have made extra copies so I can send some home for home practice as well.
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
