Please spend a few minutes per day listening to him/her as he/she speaks.  Be sure to correct him/her if you hear the “k” sound used incorrectly.  Here are a few suggestions for carryover practice of “k” at home.  I understand that some of these suggestions may be useful around your home while others may not.  Keep in mind that there are endless opportunities to practice the “k” sound at home.  All you need to do is keep your ears tuned in for “k” when your child speaks!

1.  Take your child outside to ride his/her “bike.”  Make sure he/she uses a good “k” sound in “bike.”  

2.   Look outside to see what the weather is like.  If it is “cold” outside, listen for the “k” in “cold.”  If it is hot outside, talk about the opposite of hot (“cold”).   

3.  Chose a pumpkin from the store, pick one from the garden or make a jack-o-lantern at home.  Listen for the “k” in “pumpkin” and/or “jack-o-lantern.”  

4.  Take your child outside to play ball.  Listen for the “k” in “kick” as you play. 

5. As you look at animal pictures in books/magazines or even visit a farm, listen for the “k” in “chicken.” 

6.  Make sure your child uses the “k” in “ketchup” during all meals.
